Built Green™ is a state of mind

As builders and designers, we have
the opportunity to apply Built Green™
methods to every new project that
comes to us. In most cases, we are
already using materials, equipment and
design strategies considered “green.”
Oriented strand board (OSB), TJI®
joists, ENERGY STAR® appliances,
and using a south
facing orientation all
count as points on
Built Green™ of
Jefferson County’s
checklist for certifying
your homes.

But how do we
select the right tools
for this job? In some
cases, the clients are
already interested in a
facet of sustainable —[EEEES
living. For them, it
may be health, cost or
environment related.
In other cases, it’s the
designer or contractor
bringing the idea to
the table to reduce the
cost of maintenance or produce a
higher quality home.

In some cases, the decision is
market driven; it just costs us less to
build using certain products. All of
these reasons begin to direct us toward
the right choices for any given project.

So, we have a project going “green.”
The first order of business is identifying
what particular needs the clients have.
Are they retiring to this, their final
home? Maintenance and rising energy
costs will be important on a fixed

Interior glass
doors and windows allow light to pass through the house
from skylights and transom windows.

The next order of business is
relating the clients’ needs to the site.
What choices can be made in
orientation to gather as much passive
heat, natural light and ventilation as
possible? These “green” choices will
make a difference in energy,
maintenance and other costs.

While looking at these choices,
we're always keeping the overall budget
in mind. Is there any room in the
budget for upgraded items? Or will we
need to look for methods and materials

that will not increase initial costs?

Contrary to popular belief, not all
green choices cost more. From
sustainably harvested lumber to floor
and countertop choices, healthy and
economical choices are easy to make.

There are also numerous rebates
available for fixtures, appliances, solar
hot water and other items that can
offset costs. And don't forget the $2000
federal tax credit for builders!

Once the client program, site and
budget have been identified, the
process of elimination begins.

We first need to identify the clients’
priorities. In some cases, it’s the initial
costs vs. longer-term operating/
maintenance costs. In other cases, they
may be interested in a particular
alternative building system like
structural insulated panels (SIPs) or
insulated concrete forms (ICFs). These
priorities can further reduce the choices
to a manageable few.

While creating a new home, we are
constantly pulled in several directions
at once by the clients, their site and
their budget. But not every economic
decision has immediate, or even
tangible, results.

We are all aware of quality-of-life
choices we make in our lives. Choices
we make in our home also affect quality
of space, light and health. Homes built
with energy and resource efficiency in
mind do not have to sacrifice ease of
construction or budget.

The real art of building these
homes is a balance between technology
and technique. We are the building
industry professionals, who can bring
this balance together for our clients.
