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Search for dead Pilgrims proves revealing

I took a weeklong working vacation
to wander through the short states of
New England, after presenting at a
National Association of Home
Builders’ conference in Connecticut.
My ultimate goal was to photograph a
few slices of history and other cool stuff.

My job with the homebuilders has,
however, destroyed my ability to just
see fine architecture, rustic coastlines
and hot Italian men. I spent the week
inadvertently spotting zoning gone
amuck, sign ordinances (good and
bad), transportation issues, wetlands,
affordable housing, and tourism done
well. . .and not.

Most of these towns developed
centuries before urban planning and
zoning. Common sense platted the
towns of the 1600s. My dead Pilgrims
designed Plymouth to keep everything
central. Good thing, too: 386 years
later, everything I wanted to see was
within walking distance.

A few observations from the East
Coast I'd like to share with the planners
and policy makers of our fair county:
‘€ Never line your streets with 30-
minute parking, if you want tourists
to stay and spend money.

‘€ “Resident sticker required” parking
further frustrates the visitor, who really
wants to spend money in your cute
litcle town.

‘® Roads originally designed for Paul
Revere to barely have room to pass
another horseman were not meant for
cars. Don’t allow parking on narrow
two-way streets and expect oncoming
traffic to pull over—especially when the
big old houses now sit maybe four feet
from the road.

‘® Roundabouts, rotaries, traffic circles
(whatever you want to call them) are
stinkin’ death traps. Non-local drivers
have little clue how to navigate them,
even if they’re well marked.

€ Bicycle/walking lanes save lives and
minimize driver angst.

‘€ Rush hour traffic is only minimally
annoying, when your rental car

‘€ National chains ensure a continuity
of service. I knew I could walk into a
New England Bank of America or
Allstate and get service.

Unless of
course, their kid did something
important, then the surviving
birthplace may be a shack.

‘€ Allowing big old houses to
be converted into condos
creates affordable housing.
Well, sort-of-affordable.

‘€ Multicolored painted ladies

are glorious amongst a sea of
blah white, gray and pale
yellow houses.

‘€ Tired tourists will pay a
fortune to stay in a dump in
the middle of nowhere New
Hampshire.

‘€ Preserve your old cemeteries. Your
descendants will care.

€ Love is in the details. Flower baskets,
colorful flags and cheerful sales staff say,
“Welcome!”

Now, she’s screaming
atyou on the phone because she’s trying
to sell her home and an inspector from
the Department of Labor & Industries
is telling her she didnt have a permit
for the deck.

The deck was attached to a
manufactured home and, in this state,
L&I permits are required on a whole
bunch of different additions and repairs
to manufactured homes.
